Society in practicing their profession.

Why do I need a professional title?



• The title will be recognisable in all European countries as a 

passport to professional practice (Legal Statute – Spain, 

Administrative Procedure – Ireland)

• Reciprocity - USA (AIPG); Canada (CCPG)

• Corporate Acceptance: European Geologists are recognised by the 

mineral reporting authorities in Australia, Canada, South Africa 

and Londonas professionals accredited to sign reports on mineral 

reserves and resources within their area of expertise and in the

valuation of mining companies quoted on the Stock Exchanges

Where is the title recognised?
